IEUA-QNT Branch
Secretary Terry Burke
said the wage offer
from Catholic
employers denigrates

deserve an agreement
which is inferior to
what their colleagues
working in Catholic
schools interstate have
received," Mr Burke
said.

"How is it that a
teacher working in a
Christian Brothers
school in Queensland
can earn anywhere up
to $6000 less than one
working at a Christian
Brothers school in New
South Wales?"
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
